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This homework grid is designed to encourage the children to be independent and creative, organise their time, make choices, enhance their research skills, use and apply their knowledge in different contexts whilst thinking of their audience, and develop their reading and writing skills.  Children should choose a balance of activities across the grid.  Some work can be typed, particularly if it is a PowerPoint presentation, but a majority should be handwritten to practice and improve handwriting.
